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Proceed Patiently
Each season brings a new 
set of invasive weeds. Your 
turf specialist will identify 
weed type and spot-treat 

accordingly with each treatment. Weeds 
vary in hardiness and some species take 
up to 8 weeks to show signs of decline! 
Patience is key here, as over-application 
of an herbicide can damage healthy turf. 

Follow the Rules
To avoid turf damage, re-
application must be made 
carefully, and as profession-
als, we adhere closely to the label 
restrictions of all herbicides in use.

Some products prohibit additional herbi-
cide application for several weeks after an 
initial treatment. These restrictions are for 
the benefit of your lawn and the environ-
ment, and so our re-treatment allowances 
will vary throughout the year. 

Set Your Defense
A common misconception is that weeds 
cause thin or weak spots in a lawn. In fact, 
it’s the other way around: When a weak-
ness is presented, weeds slide in and fill 
that position. This is why the best strategy 
is to shore up any vulnerable areas with a 
thick, healthy turf system. 

But optimizing turf health is only possible 
with homeowner cooperation. Together, we’ll 
employ a winning strategy of fertilization, 
careful herbicides, and customized 
homeowner recommendations 
that will prevent weeds from 
overtaking your yard!
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Weeds can be a challenge here in 
Florida and controlling them re-

quires defensive and offensive strategy. 
Like a game of chess, there’s an array of 
pieces at play, each with their own advan-
tages – and using them together is key.

Evaluate the Field of Play
An abundance of weeds is usual-

ly an indication of an underly-
ing condition like poor soil, 
excess shade, or foot traffic, 

but the most common factor by 
far is improper irrigation settings. 

Under-watering and over-watering will 
both contribute to weeds, so applying 

the right amount (especially in summer) is 
critical. For best results, refer to our irriga-
tion recommendations. 

Butterflies are best known for sip-
ping sugar-rich nectar, but their 

diet demands other nutrients too. As 
it happens, blood is rich in minerals 
and amino acids; and these resource-
ful insects won’t miss the chance to 
take advantage. In fact, to satisfy their 
need for sodium, butterflies have even 
been known to drink the sweat and 
tears of animals!

But don’t let this ruin your view of but-
terflies. Their soft, straw-like mouth-
parts render them incapable of biting, 
and their occasional vampiric feed-
ings are visited only upon sites that 
are already exposed.

So the next time you see a butterfly 
flutter by, you can still appreciate them 
as the beautiful pollinators they are -- 
even if some of their dietary supple-
ments are a little less attractive.
